1. Short message 

Secure your vehicle and don’t leave anything on display.

Make sure you remove your sat nav, its holder and wiring, and any visible marks left on your windscreen.

2. Longer message

Liverpool is one of the most vibrant and exciting cities in the world attracting millions of visitors each year. It's also one of the safest.
As in any large, busy city, however, crime can sometimes occur so you do need to take care about personal safety and look after your belongings. The following points give advice on what you can do to make your visit to Liverpool safer and more enjoyable.

· Secure your vehicle and don’t leave anything on display.

· Even a coat on the back seat or spare change in the ashtray can be a target. 

· If you have a sat nav system, make sure you take it with you. Remove any visible marks left on your windscreen by your sat nav holder. Place the holder and wiring in the boot. Never leave the system in the glove compartment – this is the first place thieves will look.

· Put any belongings you can’t take with you in the boot before you arrive at your destination.

· Keep an eye on your wallet, bag or mobile.
· Avoid texting and talking in crowded areas.

· Be aware of what’s going on around you and your surroundings.

· Don’t leave your bags unattended. Report any suspicious bags or activity immediately to the police or security on site.
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
