Music Adjudicators 

Keith Stent B.Mus., Hon. FTCL., GTCL, ARCM

Early work in state and Royal Ballet schools led Keith Stent to high-level posts in music education, ranging from head of department in teacher training to advisory work for the extensive adult education music activities of the late Inner London Education Authority.  He served as teacher and conductor at Trinity College of Music and travelled worldwide during thirty years, until 1993, as an examiner for the college, the final twelve as Chief Examiner.  He was Music Adviser to the Benslow Music Trust, an examiner for Yamaha and, later, converted his part-time role as Music Adviser to Kevin Mayhew Publishers to a full-time responsibility.  He also has publications with other publishers, often under a non-de-plume.

He is now a freelance arranger, adjudicator and conductor (especially at holiday courses) with special commitments to the New London Music Society and Wandsworth Symphony Orchestra.  In the past few years he has also been in demand as an after-dinner speaker and at meetings where true anecdotes throw a new light on otherwise serious music-making!

Jeffrey Wynn Davies ARCM, LTCL, CertEd
Having trained as a singer with Lyndon Vanderpump in Cambridge, and Ellis Keeler at the RNCM, Jeffrey Wynn Davies spent some time as an oratorio soloist and recitalist before deciding on a career in music education. He taught music in high schools, and then spent a number of years as a local education authority music adviser, establishing and developing music centres, youth orchestras and choirs. 

Since 1993 he has worked extensively as a choral conductor and trainer. His national reputation in this field includes the winning of the BBC Sainsbury’s Choir of the Year title with his chamber choir Canzonetta. He directed the internationally renowned Manchester Boys Choir between 2001 and 2007, Harrogate Choral Society between 1991 and 2005, and in September last year was instrumental in founding Canzonetta Children’s Choirs. His 250 strong South of England Festival Chorus meets annually each summer to perform major works in southern Cathedral venues.

He has been involved in workshops for all of the major British choral organisations, and has directed seven choral festivals for the BBC. As well as being, year in year out, one of the British Federation of Festivals’ busiest general music adjudicators, he has judged at many international choral competitions throughout Europe, including Prague, Verona, and Malta. 

He has served on a number of national bodies, including the BBC Central Music Advisory Committee and the council of the Association of British Choral Directors, for whose annual Convention he has twice been Artistic Director. 

Eric Jennings ARCM, AIL (evenings)
Eric Jennings (ARCM, AIL) took violin as first subject at the Royal College of Music and obtained his diploma in teaching, but it was as Principal Trombone in the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra that he made his career until early retirement after 31 years service. For 10 years he organised, wrote and played for the Liverpool Brass Ensemble and has been involved in teaching and coaching both privately and at Liverpool University. In the orchestra he has observed all the instruments, singers and choirs and learned much from the many soloists and conductors both on and off stage in venues world wide.

4.  The official entry form, available from the Festival Event Manager, shall be used and   competitors requiring a receipt shall enclose a stamped addressed envelope.   Photocopies may be made of the application form.
5.   The title of the piece chosen for the ‘Own Choice’ competition may not be changed and the approximate duration of its performance must be stated on the entry form.

6.   The number order of each performance will be decided by ballot and competitors will be notified by post by the Festival Event Manager, of the date and time the class is to take place.

7.  A copy of the ‘Own Choice’ test piece shall be given to the Adjudicator’s Clerk immediately prior to the commencement of your performance.

8. An official accompanist will be available and may be used free of charge.  A competitor requiring the services of the Official Accompanist shall forward a copy of the ‘Own Choice’ test piece to:  Event Manager

Please note the accompanist cannot be expected to accompany any person not supplying appropriate music by this date.

In the case of difficult accompaniments, it would be very helpful to pencil a Metronome Mark (speed indication) if the composer hasn't specified one.

9.   Photostat  copies of  copyright material shall be accompanied by written permission from the publisher.

10. Where entry to a class is limited by age, competitors must, if required by the Festival Event Manager, furnish evidence that they were that age on or before 1st February 2009.

11.  If a competitor fails to appear, entry fees will not be refunded.

12.  Competitors shall hand their notification slips to the Platform Steward if so requested.

13.  Competitors will only be heard when a class is scheduled to take place.

14.  Competitors will be accepted out of sequence if reasonable prior notice and acceptable reason has been given to the Adjudicator’s Clerk. 
15. The Adjudicator may require competitors to perform either the whole or a part of their piece.  The decision of the Adjudicator shall be final.

16. Time limits as stated in the Schedule, will be strictly enforced and adjudication will not apply to any portion of a performance over the time limit.  The time limit will be indicated by the Adjudicator’s Clerk by bell, buzzer or electronic sound.  The verbal introduction to the piece performed will NOT be included in the timing.

17. Any  special conditions as laid down in the Festival Schedule and/or Programme applicable to any specific class(es) will be carried out.

18. The British Federation of Music Festivals’ recommended scale of marking will be used, viz:-The Federation Adjudicators working at our Festival will allocate marks/categories using the following guidelines.
       75-77 – FAIR a performance limited in its communication
       78-80 – MODERATE a performance limited in its communication  
       81-83 – MERIT A capable performance showing some artistic appreciation and  or 

         Technical ability

       84-86 – COMMENDED a convincing performance technically and artistically

       87-89 – DISTINCTION a convincing performance technically and artistically

       90+     - OUTSTANDING an exceptional performance, both technically and artistically

All adjudicators are instructed to make a maximum of three placings in each class in the combination of 1st, 2nd and 3rd (eg. 1st plus two joint 2nds).

19.  Adjudicator’s reports may be obtained at the conclusion of each class, free of charge.

20. Trophies and/or cash prizes will be presented during the Festival and/or the ensuing Festival Concert which takes place on Tuesday 31 March 2009 at venue to be confirmed (evening concert)
21. Special certificates will be awarded to competitors gaining, 1st, 2nd or 3rd places in each class. Every competitor or group will receive a certificate for participating.
22. Costume is not allowed in any drama classes, however competitors may use hand props and wear practice skirts (a long skirt preferably plain black) in classes where applicable.  ie  excerpts from Shakespeare and period plays.  Costume is defined as any item of clothing including hats, gloves and scarves. 
23. Video and/or Tape Recording of any performance in the Festival is strictly prohibited.

24. Correspondence requiring a reply must be accompanied by a stamped addressed envelope.

27.  Cheques and Postal Orders shall be made payable to “Liverpool City Council”.

28. There shall be no eating in the performance rooms; a drink is allowed (no cans).  You will be expected to take all your rubbish with you at the end of each class.

28.  Primary age choirs/orchestras may use an adult accompanist.

29. Competitors must not enter into discussions with adjudicators over any decision he or she has made.  Complaints must be reported to a member of  staff in the Festival Office.

30. The Committee reserve the right to disqualify any competitor using excessive foul and/or abusive language.
